Adoption of Bangalore University Regulations governing Doctor of
Philosophy (Ph.D) Courses and issue of Admission notification —reg.

Registrar while presenting the agenda appraised regarding the Ph.D
Admission matters. Subsequently, Registrar (Evaluation) explained the salient
features of the new Regulations which is in consonance with the Common
Regulations prepared by the Karnataka State Higher Education Council. He
mentioned the provisions of allotment of 8 Research Scholars to Professor; 6
to Associate Professor and 4 to the Assistant Professor as per the new
Regulations.

Vice-Chancellor expressed that, as per earlier guidelines vacancies are
calculated as 4 Research Scholars for Associate Professor and 2 for Assistant
Professor working in Research Centres of affiliated Colleges. He further said
that the vacancies are to be recalculated and the left out Physics subject is to
be notified. He further stated that, the University has already issued
Notification calling renewal of existing Research Centres. One more
Notification will be issued for recognition of Research Guides / new Research
Centres from the Colleges having PG Programme. The Registrar brought to
the notice of the house that at present, the University does not have any
permanent faculty on its roll. The process of transferring Teaching faculty of
Bangalore University who opted to work in BCU is in the final stage and once
the University gets permanent faculty, Deans will be appointed and respective
Faculties will be constituted. Research Centres are to be inspected by the
Expert Committees of the concerned subject under the Chairmanship of
concerned Deans. Further notification of vacancies if any including Physics
may lead to similar requests by other departments. Hence, pleaded to wait for
the next notification.

The Academic Council after discussion resolved to approve the action
taken by the University by issuing Notification dated 03.01.2019 inviting
applications for ~Ph.D admissions as per the Bangalore University
Regulations Governing Degree of Doctor of Philosophy(Ph.D) -2013, read
with UGC Regulations 2016 and subsequent amendments of 2018.  The
Academic Council also resolved to take further action in accordance with the
new Regulations Governing Degree of Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D)-2016
notified by Bangalore University on 25.01.2019.

General Discussion:

The Vice-Chancellor requested Prof.K.N. Godamani, Member of the
Academic Council to send the observations noted by her relating to
the Syllabus prepared by the different BOS, to take necessary action by
the University

The Vice-Chancellor brought to the notice of the Council that the
Bengaluru Central University does not have permanent Teachers for
some new PG Departments of Arts Faculty and the University needs to
have an Expert Advisory Committee to advice on curriculum framing
and Academic activities. The services of the retired professors and the
teachers from other Universities are to be taken for constituting such

Committees.

The Academic Council after discussion authorized the Vice-
Chancellor to constitute Expert Advisory Committees for different
subjects engaging working / retired Professors, Subject Expects from

Industries wherever required

Prof K.N. Godamani, Member of the Academic Council requested
the Vice-Chancellor to include the Bio-technology subject in the Ph.D
admission notification. The Vice-Chancellor informed that Bio-
technology subject was not notified in the Ph.D admission notification
since there is no recognized Guides in the Research Centres viz.,
Maharani Lakshmi Ammani College and Govt. Science College
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Dr. E.B. Rajesh, Member of the Academic Council moved the
resolution to compliment the University Officers and Officials for
bringing tremendous reforms in the administration & evaluation system
and also appreciated the preparation of Agenda and sending it well in
advance which has enabled the Members to go through the same in
detail. The Academic Council unanimously adopted the resolution.

Smt. Sowmya Reddy, MLLA & Member of the Academic Council
complimented the Vice-Chancellor and other Officers of the University
for their efforts in navigating the University in its right direction and
also for introducing e-governance and latest information technology
which are student and College friendly. Further, informed that she is
ready to help the University with regard to any matter requires the
clearance from the State Government.

Dr.E.B. Rajesh, Member of the Academic Council requested the
Vice-Chancellor to conduct the Workshop for B.Ed Colleges with
regard to e-governance system and uploading students’ information of
as done in other Courses by the University.

Registrar explained that the University has to make arrangements of
separate hostel facilities etc., for enrollment of foreign students and at
present the University is not equipped with the facility.

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With regard to matter raised by Prof.K.N. Godamani, Member of
the Academic Council, relating to nomination of Government College
Principals to the authorities of the University, the Registrar readout the
provisions of the Act — that nomination of Principals shall be, by
rotation and in the order of seniority. As such, the Principals of
Government Colleges, Aided Colleges and Unaided Colleges are
considered based on their seniority.

Dr.HM. Tejeshwini, Member of the Academic Council
emphasized that calendar of events to be published well in advance and
the dates for payment of fees need not be changed. Registrar
(Evaluation) informed that we have adhered to the dates with the co-
operation of colleges. The suggestion of the Member is well taken.

Dr.R. Parvathi, Member of the Academic Council wanted to know
about the affiliation notification to be issued. The Vice-Chancellor
informed that the software is developed which is unique and user
friendly workshop is organized on 08.02.2019 and notification will be
issued shortly after the workshop.

Prof. K.N. Godamani, Member of the Academic Council requested
the Chair to introduce different Combination with Applied Geology as a
Core Subject. The Applied Geology subject has to be given due
importance. The Vice-Chancellor informed that draft Statutes for
starting 26 new departments and creation of various teaching and non-
teaching posts have been sent to the Government for its approval and
after receiving the assent of the Governor action will be taken.
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
