REFERENCE NOTE:

The Vice-Chairman of Karnataka State Higher Education Council (KSHEC)
has sent the updated Model Programme Structure for various under graduate programs in
Arts, Science, Commerce and Management courses, the same is enclosed. These models are
updated in the light of UGC Notification of National Higher Education Qualification Frame
work (NHEQF) and Curricular frame work and Credit System for the four year Under

Graduate Programme (4YUGP). The details of the communication are as under:

1. The changes are made especially in the 3™ and 4" year of the programmes for which
the model course contents are to be drafted . The strong research component as
envisaged in the UGC notifications has been included.

2. There are also some additional requirements to award the undergraduate certificates
or diplomas or the basic undergraduate degrees to be awarded at the completion of the
first year, second year and third year of the 4YUGP.

3. The changes in credits system have been made in respect of Environmental Studies
and the Indian Constitution compulsory papers. They carry 3 —credits each instead of
2-creidts each in line with the UGC documents.

4. Regarding the Open Elective Papers, the students have no option but to go out of the
faculty for 3 papers as per UGC stipulations, as the document says the science
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students have to study papers equal to a minimum of 9-credits in the Arts Faculty and
vice-versa. The same thing applies to other faculties.

The documents stipulate that there should be strong research component in all the
honours programmes: Research Methodology courses, research proposal formulation,
research proposal formulation, research internship and Project work. All these aspects
have been built into the system.

The Higher Education Council has sought the feedback on the above updated
programme structure.

Following Changes are made in the Programme Structure

Earlier SEC-1 Digital Fluency was prescribed for First Semester and Environmental
Studies for Second Semester with 2 Credits.
Now, Environmental Studies (with 3 Credits) or SEC-1 Digital Fluency (2 Credits) is
Prescribed at I and I Semester concurrently.

Earlier SEC-2 Artificial Intelligence or some other SEC (2 Credits) was prescribed for
I1T Semester and Constitution of India (2 Credits) at [V Semester.

Now, SEC-2 Artificial Intelligence / SEC-3 Financial Education and Investment
Awareness (2 Credits) is introduced at III and 1V Semester under SEC and Indian
Institution are Open Elective 3 (3 credits) is prescribed

Earlier under DSE E1-(3 Credits), Vocational 1 (3 Credits) was Prescribed at V
Semester and E2- (3 Credits), Vocational-2 (3 Credits), Internship (2 Credits) for VI
Semester Prescribed.

Now, DSE-A1(3 Credits) Vocational 1& 2 (3 Credits each) for V Semester and
Vocational 3 & 4 (3 Credits each) and Research Methodology-1 at VI Semester
introduced.

Secondly earlier SEC-3 Cyber Security (2 Credits) or some other SEC (2 Credits) at V
Semester and SEC-4 Societal Communication (2 Credits) at VI Semester was
prescribed.

Now, SEC-4 Cyber Security (2 Credits) / Internship (2 Credits) is Prescribed for V
Semester and SEC-5 relevant SEC / Internship is Prescribed (2 Credits).

Earlier DSE-3 (3 Credits) Vocational 3 (3 Credits), Research Methodology (3 Credits)
for the VII Semester and DSE-4 (3 Credits) Vocational 4 (3 Credits), Research Project
(6 Credits) was Prescribed.

Now, DSE-A2 (3 credits), Research Methodology -2 (3 Credits), Research Proposal
(4 Credits) for VII Semester and Internship (4 Credits), Research Project (6 Credits)
are introduced.
