The members opined that introduction of these courses will offer an opportunity
to pursue legal education with foundation course in their respective fields. The courses need
to be designed as a holistic and contemporary tailored legal education relevant to the evolving
needs of society. The key benefits shall be :-

(i) Interdisciplinary Approach — exposing the students to the interdisciplinary knowledge,
preparation for careers in diverse fields such as corporate law, environmentallaw, intellectual
property rights and related litigations.

(ii) Increased Employability - The blend of professional legal education and foundational
knowledge of arts, science and commerce, equip the graduates to excel in their respective
areas of expertise.

(iii) Societal Impact — Accessible and affordable legal education will empower the students to
contribute effectively to justice and societal development.

(iv) TheHon’ble members have also suggested that the 5 years courses can be structured
under self-financed programs, ensuring financial viability while maintaining quality
education. The resources could be utilized for building physical, intellectual and technical
infrastructure.

It is relevant to mention here that, the Government of Karnataka Dept. of Higher
Education has approved for establishment of the Post Graduate Department of Law and
Public Policy and sanctioned teaching posts of 1-Professor, 2-Associate Professors and 4-
Assistant Professors vide G.O. No. ED 493 UBV(Part-4) dated 07.11.2019. Letters under
reference (3) and (4) have been written to the Additional Chief Secretary, Govt. of
Karnataka, Higher Education Department to change the nomenclature of Department of Law
and Public Policy as School of Law. Simultaneously the Bar Council of India has been
approached through the letter cited at ref. (2) to issue N.O.C. for starting the Undergraduate
and Post Graduate Courses. The reply from Government and Bar Council of India are

awaited.
