Enquiry Committee consisting of 4 Members under the Chairmanship of a retired IAS Officer.
Accordingly, the Enquiry Committee was constituted under the Notification cited at reference (2)
above, appointing Sri.B.R. Jayaramaraje Urs, IAS (Retd) as Chairman of the Committee. The

brief recommendations on the issues considered by the Committee are as under:

Issue(1): Activities conducted by All India Social Science Congress from the inception.

The Commuittee after recording the chronological events has concluded that the activities of

the 43™ All India Social Science Congress began in May 2018 and declared closed on January
21, 2020.

Issue (2): Financial issues Vis-a-vis conduct of 43" All India Social Science Congress.

The Committee after detailed verification of financial transactions, documents, statement
and providing opportunity to the Colleges to submit their opinion/statement, has concluded that

the financial issues were held transparently and not in any opaque manner by the Organizing
Committee.

Issue (3) : The procedures followed in conducting the Social Science Congress

The Committee finds that the Organizing Committee has not spent any amount directly
towards organizing AISSC, as such expenditure is incurred by various BCU affiliated colleges at
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the request of the Vice-Chancellor. Virtually, the entire event is found to have been organized
by the BCU affiliated colleges and hence we find that there arose no occasion to the Organizing
Committee to follow the KTTP Act. Hence, this Committee concludes that the Organizing
Committee has not collected any cash nor deposited the cheques and demand drafts in the
relevant Bank and hence this did not warrant the Organizing Committee to follow any procedure
under the KTPP Act.

The Committee has made the following recommendations:

1) The present Vice-Chancellor shall convene a meeting of the Former Vice-Chancellor,
Registrar (Administration), Members of the Organizing Committee, Representatives of UGC
and other bodies to sort out the outstanding issues.

2) The Organizing Committee shall meet within one month and see that Audited statement,
utilization certificate and proceedings of the Congress are sent to UGC for sanction of grant.

3) In view of the fact, the BCU has resolved not to contribute anything to ISSC, the present

— Vice-Chancellor in consultation with former Vice-Chancellor reiterate to-ISSC-the amount-————

payable to BCU by the ISSA and request to use this amount for payment of TA & DA and
the balance TA/DA to be payable be met out of ISSC funds and close the correspondence.
Kumara Krupa Guest House charges may be paid out of the money available in ISSC account
excluding the amount payable to BCU.

4) Further, future events, if any, have to be organized directly by the University, (BCU not to
seek any financial assistance from the colleges). In the instant case, the Syndicate has to take
the blame as it permitted the event to be organized by the Organizing Committee without
University making any financial commitment and just allowed the Organizing Committee to
fend for itself. Probably this has forced the Organizing Committee and the Vice-Chancellor
to approach the colleges for financial assistance.

5) The Vice-Chancellors should not launch such mega events expecting money from AISSC or
any other bodies without written assurances from them. In the present case, the Vice-
Chancellor launched the event without getting any written confirmation from the Apex
Educational bodies regarding sanction of grants. The Vice-Chancellor appears to have taken
the words of representatives of such Apex bodies at face value and ventured organizing the
event. Finally the Vice-Chancellor had to fend for himself as the money assured never came.
The Vice-Chancellor has to take the blame for not identifying the blind spots before resorting
to such events.

6) The Vice-Chancellor should not resort to such events without committing the Syndicate or
BCU to fund such events in future.

7) There appears to be some kind of trust deficit existed between the Vice-Chancellor and the
Syndicate, which manifested throughout the event which is unfortunate and became a real
eyesore, which could have been avoided by all the concerned in the interest of fair name of
BCU which has taken birth recently and trying to learn a new step.
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S, ( 8) KTPP Act has to be strictly followed in case BCU organize any events in future.

9) The Vice-Chancellor before venturing into any event has to take the Syndicate into
confidence.

10) Financial and administrative matters relating to the events have to be handled only by the
Registrar (Administration) and the Finance Officer, who work directly under the supervision
and guidance of the Vice-Chancellor.

The extract of the report was placed before the Syndicate in its meeting held on
17.12.2021. The Syndicate has resolved to resubmit the subject along with the Report of the
Enquiry Committee.

Accordingly, the Report of the Enquiry Committee and its findings are placed before the
Syndicate for consideration.
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
