3. Decision of the Syndicate of BCU 18.12.2020 and 17.12.2021

REFERENCE NOTE:

1. The National College, Basavanagudi, is a premier and prestigious Autonomous College of
Bengaluru City University, having great legacy and legendary profile of Alumni. The
College is established in the pre-independence year 1945. The College has attained the
autonomous status in 2006 and continued to be autonomous under Bangalore University
up to 2016-17.  The Bangalore University has been trifurcated and the National College
came under the jurisdiction of Bengaluru City University w.e.f. 2018-19. The College did
not submit the proposal to the University, seeking NOC or recommendation for extension
of autonomous status for the period 2017-18 to 2021-22 (05 Years). The U.G.C. in its
letter referred at (1) above has conveyed the decision to extend the autonomous status to
The National College, Pampa Mahakavi Road, Basavanagudi, Bengalurui 560 004 for a
period of Five (05) years from 2022-2023 to 2026-2027, including ex-post-facto approval
for the earlier period 2017-2018 to 2021-2022 as per the provisions of Clause 3.13 and
Clause 6.3 of the UGC Regulations dated 12.02.2018. (Copy enclosed)

2. The U.G.C. has further requested the University to issue necessary notification regarding
~ extension of autonomous status to the College as per the UGC (Conferment of
' Autonomous Status Upon Colleges and Measures for Maintenance of Standards in
Autonomous Colleges) Regulations 2018. The letter also includes certain directions to

abide by all the provisions of the UGC Regulations for Autonomous Colleges.

3. The UGC letter specifically quotes the provision of Clause 6.3 of the UGC (Conferment of
Autonomous Status Upon Colleges and Measures for Maintenance of Standards in
Autonomous Colleges) Regulations 2018; which reads as under:-

“The colleges must be accredited by either NAAC with minimum ‘A’ grade or by NBA
for atleast three programme(s) with a minimum score of 675 individually or a
corresponding accreditation grade/score from UGC empanelled accreditation agency.
However if the number of programme(s) being run by the institution is less than three.
then each of the programme should secure 675 or more marks. Accreditation status must
be valid at the time of application.

W
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4, The U.G.C. letter further states that, the existing autonomous colleges will be required to
comply with this eligibility condition by 11" February 2023 as per Clause 6.3 of UGC
Regulations 2018.

5. The provision under Section 64(3) of the K.S.U. Act 2002 relating to continuation of
Autonomous Status is submitted for kind perusal of the Syndicate, which reads as under:
64(3) “Subject to such periodic review as may be prescribed in the statutes, the University
may with the prior concurrence of the State Government, continue the designation of the
Autonomous College for such further period as may be specified or cancel such
designation”

6. Statute 7.3 of the Statutes relating to Autonomous Colleges of Bangalore University which
are being followed by BCU under Chapter —VIII — Review and Evaluation —states that,
“After expiry of five years, the autonomous status shall be reviewed by the University and
may be renewed depending upon the reports received from the review committee (with)
prior concurrence of the UGC and the State Government.”

7. As per the provisions of the KSU Act mentioned above, prior concurrence of the State
Government is required; hence the copy of the UGC letter and the decision of Syndicate
meeting may be forwarded to the Principal Secretary to Government, Higher Education
Dept., GoK seeking concurrence to the decision of the University Grants Commission to
extend the autonomous status to The National College, Pampa Mahakavi Road,
Basavanagudi, Bengaluru 560004, for a period of Five (05) years from the session 2022-
2023 to 2026-2027, including ex-post-facto approval for the period 2017-2018 to 2021-

2022 as per the provisions of Clause 3.13 and Clause 6.3 of the UGC Regulations dated
12.02.2018.

The matter is placed before the Syndicate for consideration and approval.
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
