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1. The Universities are to submit complete proposals along with prospective dates convenient to

the proposed Chief Guests for the Convocation so as to avoid multiple correspondences with
this Secretariat.

2. The University Nomination to the Expert Scrutiny Committee to be submitted along with the
Convocation Proposals.

3. The Universities are to refrain from inviting VVIPs like Hon’ble President of India, Hon’ble
Prime Minister of India, Hon’ble Vice President of India etc., without prior permission of
Hon’ble Governor and Chancellor. The dignitaries may be invited on occasions like Silver /

Golden Jubilee Celebrations or any other special occasion of the University depending on
significance of the programme.

4. The Universities are advised to invite Scholars like Senior Scientists / Educationists etc., as
Chief Guests to the Convocations, who can inspire and guide the University and its students
in the field of Education.

1. The recommendation for the approval of the Chancellor for the conferment of the Honorary
Degree shall be in conformity with Section 69 of the Karnataka State University Act 2000.

_2._The names before proposed must be properly considered and deliberated in the Syndicate

3. After deliberation and consideration of such names in the Syndicate, the same shall be
forwarded to the Scrutinizing Committee by the University.

4. The Chancellor may constitute Expert Scrutiny Committee consisting of three members one
among the members of the Committee is the nominee of the University nominated from

amongst the former Vice-Chancellors retired secretaries of Govt. Karnataka or Union of
India.

5. The University may nominate its nominee to the scrutinizing Committee well in advance

6. The recommendations of the University for conferring Honorary Degree must be forwarded
to the Scrutinizing Committee at least 45 days in advance to the date of Convocation.

7. The number names proposed by the Scrutiny Committee to Confer Honorary Degree should
not exceed more than three in a year.

8. The names proposed / recommended by the Syndicate of the University should be kept
confidential and under no circumstances be disclosed to the recipient or to the press till the
approval of the Chancellor is communicated.
