The Committee suggested for giving incentives to the College which
score 100%.

Registrar (Evaluation) informed that the valuation of 3% subjects out of 42 have
been completed and the valuation of remaining four subjects will be compleied shortly,
The Syndicate decided not to change the date of re-opening of classes,

) The Syndicate Members expressed their serious concerns regarding the delay in
handing over movable and immovable asssts by the Bangalore University. The Vice-
Chancellor explained that inspite of the Govt. Order to hand over the land, buidlings

and other infrastructure, the Bangalore University has not officially handed over eny
land or building,

The Syndicate took serious note of the situation and resolved to request the
Government for suitable instructions to the Autharities of Bangalore University
to immediately handover the land, buildings and other infrastructure

3) Secondly, the Syndicate sought the information regarding retention of UVCE with
BCU. The Vice-Chancellor informed that the Govt. has constituted a Committee in

this regard,
The Syndicate resolved that the Government and the Committee should be
enlightened about the provisions of Amended Universities Act of 2015,
demarcating the geographical jurisdiction of the BCU. Accordingly 13 Assembly
Constituencies are notified in the Gazette Notification of August 2015, All the
colleges coming under these 13 Assembly Constituencies shall be part of BCU

[ including UVCE.

4) Bri. Satish, Syndicate Member sought clarification on the three issues raised by him.
The Vice-Chancellor informed that, necessary details have already been provided to
the Member and the Members may seek additional information separately.

3) Dr.H.T. Arvind, Syndicate member requested the Vice-Chancellor to follow Bangalore
University Statutes regarding convening of Syndicate meetings, every month. Viee-
Chancellor informed the members that, as per the KSU Act, 2000, minimum 8
meetings of the Syndicate are to be conducted in a year. Accordingly, the Act will
prevail over the Statutes. However, Vice-Chancellor informed the house that the more

number of Syndicate meetings will be convened as and when required.
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
